Introduction

In many professions playing a critical role in the Baltimore region’s economy, individuals are required to secure a state-issued license as a condition of employment. Clearly, understanding how licensure works is a key issue for workforce professionals striving to connect qualified applicants with area employers in these jobs, for which licensure is elemental to employability.
Maryland’s licensure system is composed of numerous professional boards, and serves to establish common expectations for professional training and skill standards attainment.  Licensure provides a baseline educational institutions can rely on to guide the development of appropriate, consistent curriculum.  It further allows Maryland residents to have confidence that the plumber or electrician or engineer they hire meets professional standards in their respective fields.

Navigating the licensure system is no simple matter.  License requirements can be complex, typically involving completion of an educational component, competency testing, and clinical experience.  In addition to state requirements, some professionals must also meet national criteria to qualify for licensure.  And as if these factors didn’t add enough complexity, Maryland’s professional licensure requirements can and often do differ with those of other states.  

The Training and Post-Secondary Committee of the BWIB identified learning more about state professional licensure as an important element in our early work.  We need to grasp how this aspect of the Talent Development Pipeline operates, both within our state and across state lines.  We assembled the information included in this report to explain state and national licensure requirements, sorted according to BWIB’s targeted industry sectors.  Licensures and related reciprocity agreements (interstate agreements to accept licensure from the state of origin) were found for four of the seven industry sectors:  Business Services, Computers, Construction, and Healthcare.

SPECIAL NOTE:

“Pursuant to the passage of the National Securities Markets Improvement Act of 1996, those lA’s that manage assets over $25 million ("federal covered advisers") are subject to the jurisdiction of the Securities and Exchange Commission, while those lA’s that manage assets under $25 million are subject to the jurisdiction of the various states in which they conduct business. While federal covered advisers that conduct business in Maryland are not required to register with the Division, they are required to submit initial and renewal notice filings to the Division, unless they qualify for an exemption. An initial notice filing consists of filing with the Division a complete Form ADV, a Form U-2 (Uniform Consent to Service of Process), the name of the contact person for the federal covered adviser for Maryland, and the notice filing fee. Further, IAR’s of federal covered advisers who have a place of business in Maryland must register with the Division by submitting the registration application.”

SPECIAL NOTE:

The State Board of Master Electricians issues only one license, Master Electrician. In Maryland the actual performance license to perform electrical work is issued by each of the local jurisdictions. Many of the local jurisdictions do issue additional categories of electrical licenses. All of these licenses are LESSER than a Master Electrician. For example some jurisdictions may issue a "general electrician", "limited electrician", or "low voltage" license as examples. If an individual were interested in obtaining a lesser license than a master electrician’s license, then it would be necessary to contact the local jurisdiction where you would anticipate working and determine if they offer a lesser license and the qualifications. Not all jurisdictions offer a lesser license. In those jurisdictions that do not, an individual would need a master electrician’s license to perform any electrical work.
